Policy
1) In compliance with the Research Licence issued by the Human Tissue Authority (HTA) SRHT expects all persons operating on the SRHT site to comply with the Human Tissue Act 2004 (hereafter described as the HT Act), and its subsequent amendments, and to seek to comply with all Codes of Practice issued by the HTA, under the direction of the Designated Individual (DI) for the Research Licence. 
2) All those working under the terms of the Research Licence issued to SRHT by the HTA will do so under the supervision of the DI, assisted by a Biological Repository Manager.

3) The DI will be a member of the Risk Management Committee.

4) Holders of individual tissue collections will normally be a ‘Person Designated’, by the DI, as defined by the HT Act and they will be responsible for ensuring that all those working under their direction comply with the HT Act. 
5) Holders of individual tissue collections will be expected to sign an ‘Agreement to comply with the HT Act’. This Agreement may be amended from time to time and continuing to hold tissue collections will be contingent on signing the most recent version of the Agreement.

6) No one shall direct or participate in the removal, storage or use of human tissue or cells from deceased individuals, or in the storage or use of such materials from the living, except under the direction of the Designated Individual (DI) or a Person Designated by the DI. 

7) Failure to comply with the terms of signed Agreements or other instructions from the DI will be reported as an Adverse Event and may lead to disciplinary action being taken by SRHT or the University of Manchester in accordance with its Code of Practice for Dealing with Allegations of Research Misconduct. 
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
